| BACKGROUND

Integrin ITGAM/ITGB?2 is implicated in various adhesive interactions of monocytes, macrophages and granulocytes as well as in
mediating the uptake of complement-coated particles and pathogens . It is identical with CR-3, the receptor for the iC3b
fragment of the third complement component. It probably recognizes the R-G-D peptide in C3b. Integrin ITGAM/ITGB2 is also a
receptor for fibrinogen and factor X. It recognizes P1 and P2 peptides of fibrinogen gamma chain. Regulates neutrophil
migration . In association with beta subunit ITGB2/CD18, required for CD177-PRTN3-mediated activation of TNF primed
neutrophils . Integrin ITGAM/ITGB2 is also a receptor for ICAM1 ligand ensuring adhesion between stimulated neutrophils and
stimulated endothelial cells .

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Immunohistochemical analysis of CD11b staining in human tonsil formalin fixed paraffin
. embedded tissue section. The section was pre-treated using heat mediated antigen
retrieval with sodium citrate buffer (pH 6.0). The section was then incubated with the
antibody at room temperature and detected using an HRP conjugated compact polymer
system. DAB was used as the chromogen. The section was then counterstained with
haematoxylin and mounted with DPX.

Immunofluorescent analysis of CD11b staining in HepG2 cells. Formalin-fixed cells were
permeabilized with 0.1% Triton X-100 in TBS for 5-10 minutes and blocked with 3% BSA-
PBS for 30 minutes at room temperature. Cells were probed with the primary antibody in
3% BSA-PBS and incubated overnight at 4 °C in a humidified chamber. Cells were washed
with PBST and incubated with an AREX® Fluor 488 -conjugated secondary antibody
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PHALLOIDIN (green) in PBS at room temperature in the dark. Phalloidin - AREX® Fluor 594 was used

to stain Actin filaments (red). DAPI was used to stain the cell nuclei (blue).
